u 6 Players recruited for each Team
u Auction price starts from 1,000,000 TZS per Men team and 700,000 TZS per Women
Ownership includes:

MATCH DAYS
u Match Days in Dar: Mondays & Tuesdays from 6 PM
u Match Days in Zanzibar: Saturdays from 6 PM



Uniforms & Branding
Each teamwill receive:
u Uniform guidelines
(colors, logos, sponsors)
u Centralized design approval
u Visibility for owners and sponsors



Fixtures & Venues

u Matches in Dar: across all clubs (depending on court availability)
u Matches in Zanzibar: The Hub, Bwejuu
u Each team plays every other team twice (home & away format)

u Calendar to be designed after Teams auction is completed



League Format

u Regular season: Starts November 2025

u Playoffs: Begin January 2026

u Each team: 6 players (rotation allowed)

u Exciting run-up to the Grand Final



REGULAR SEASON

u Men (8 teams) — double round robin. Each opponent twice → 14 matches per 
team, 56 total

u Women (4 teams) — triple round robin (with built-in reward). Each opponent 
three times → 9 matches per team, 18 total.

u Points: Win = 3, Loss = 1, No Show= 0.

u Tiebreakers: (1) H2H points, (2) H2H games diff, (3) overall games diff, (4) 
fewest walkovers, (5) coin toss.

u Teams have to play each player in their roster at least once.



PLAYOFFS

u Men (8 teams) — standard bracket, meaningful seeding. Quarterfinals: 1v8, 
2v7, 3v6, 4v5. Semis → Final.

u Women (4 teams) - Page system (strongest reward)1st vs 2nd → Winner to 
Final. 3rd vs 4th → Winner plays loser of 1v2 in a Pre-Final. Winner of Pre-
Final → Final.
